I tutored secondary school students who were preparing for their GCSE and A level exams in French and 
Spanish. Through this I learnt how to adapt my classroom teaching skills to deliver one on one and small 
group lessons in order to improve the language competency, exam technique, and general study skills of 
individuals with a range of academic needs and goals for their courses.

I was responsible 
for putting appropriate interventions in place in collaboration with the students, their parents/carers and 
other colleagues at the school.
